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The Ontario Arts Council (OAC) was established in 1963 to promote
and assist the development of the arts for the benefit and enjoy-
ment of all Ontarians. For more than 40 years, OAC has played an
important role in fostering the stability and growth of the province’s
arts community.

OAC is a publicly funded, arm's-length agency of the Ministry of
Culture. OAC staff manage granting programs, while a volunteer
board of directors oversees the fulfilment of the organization'’s
mandate. The board of directors is made up of 12 government-
appointed members.

Granting programs at OAC serve various functions. Although
programs are organized primarily by discipline, such as craft, dance,
literature, music, theatre, media and visual arts, they also support
collaborations between artists as well as touring, distribution and
exhibition of arts activities. Funding is also available for culturally-
based art forms, such as Franco-Ontarian arts and Aboriginal arts.
Other programs focus on particular kinds of arts activity — arts
education, community and multidisciplinary arts, and this year two
new programs, Northern Arts, Access and Career Development. Arts
organizations may also apply for OAC support to increase their
self-reliance, capacity building and sustainability. In total, more
than 50 OAC granting programs are available to artists and arts
organizations. OAC also administers the selection process for
several privately funded awards, scholarships, grants and prizes.

Le Conseil des arts de 'Ontario (CAO) a été créé en 1963 pour
promouvoir et appuyer le développement des arts dans I'intérét
de tous les Ontariens. Le réle important qu'il joue depuis plus
de 40 ans consiste a favoriser la stabilité et la croissance du

milieu artistique de la province.

Le CAO est un organisme autonome financé par la province et
relevant du ministere de la Culture. Le personnel du CAO
gere les programmes de subvention, tandis que le conseil
d’administration, composé de douze membres nommés par le

gouvernement, veille a la réalisation du mandat de 'organisme.

Les programmes de subvention du CAO remplissent différentes
fonctions. S’ils sont organisés principalement par discipline
(métiers d’art, danse, littérature, musique, théitre, arts visuels
et médiatiques), ils appuient aussi les collaborations entre
artistes ainsi que les tournées, la diffusion d’activités artistiques
et les expositions. Certains programmes subventionnent des
formes artistiques de cultures particuli¢res (arts autochtones et
arts franco-ontariens). D’autres programmes visent des activités
artistiques de types particuliers (éducation artistique, arts
communautaires et arts multidisciplinaires). Cette année, deux
nouveaux programmes ont ¢té créés dans cette catégorie : Arts
du Nord et Acces et évolution professionnelle. Les organismes
artistiques peuvent aussi demander au CAO de I'aide pour des
initiatives qui renforcent leur autonomie, leurs capacités et leur
viabilité. En tout, les artistes et les organismes artistiques peuvent

se prévaloir de plus d’'une cinquantaine de programmes de sub-
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Individual artists and arts groups can apply for funding at OAC for
specific projects, and arts organizations can also apply for ongoing
operating support. Grants are allocated by means of a system of
peer review. Independent juries make funding decisions for individuals
and arts groups applying to project programs. Advisory panels
review operating grant applications from arts organizations and
put forth recommendations to OAC program officers. OAC's board
of directors approves all funding decisions for operating grants
over $20,000.

OAC regularly measures the impact and efficiency of its programs
and consults with artists and arts organizations to stay in line with
the needs and growth of the arts community.

OAC further supports Ontario’s arts community by conducting
research and statistical analyses of the arts and culture sectors. The
information provided is a vital resource for understanding the
environment in which the arts are created and produced in this
province and strengthens OAC's role as an advocate for the arts.

Les artistes individuels et les groupes artistiques peuvent
demander au CAO des subventions pour des projets particuliers,
et les organismes artistiques peuvent aussi demander des
subventions pour les activités courantes de fonctionnement.
Les subventions sont octroyées par I'entremise d’un systéme
d’évaluation par les pairs. Des jurys indépendants prennent
les décisions de financement pour les artistes et les groupes
artistiques qui demandent une subvention de projet. Les
comités d’évaluation étudient les demandes de subventions de
fonctionnement des organismes artistiques et soumettent leurs
recommandations aux responsables des programmes du CAO.
Le conseil d’administration du CAO entérine toutes les
décisions relatives aux subventions de fonctionnement qui
dépassent 20 000 $.

Le CAO évalue régulierement les retombées et Iefficacité de
ses programmes. Il tient aussi des consultations avec les artistes
et les organismes artistiques pour saligner sur les besoins et la

croissance du milieu des arts.

Le CAO appuie encore le milieu des arts par ses recherches et
analyses statistiques dans le secteur des arts et de la culture. Les
données qui en découlent permettent au CAO de plaider plus
efficacement en faveur des arts et servent de ressource essentielle
pour comprendre le contexte de la création et de la production

artistiques dans la province.
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Making the Case for Ontario’s
Arts Community

This was a year of focused activity highlighting the importance of
Ontario’s arts community to the vitality and strength of this
province. It began with a reception for the newly appointed
Minister of Culture, Caroline Di Cocco, in the National Ballet
School of Canada’s spectacular new space. It closed in March
2007 with the provincial government's announcement of increased
funding for the arts. Across the province, artists and arts organiza-
tions were buoyed by the news they had long been awaiting.

The increase to OAC's funding by $15 million over three years
reflects the government’s commitment to arts and culture and to
the thousands of artists, administrators, arts educators, performers
and volunteers who help make Ontario a more creative place to live.

The increase followed the presentation of OAC's business case to
the government and to MPPs. Many leaders of arts organizations
and individual artists showed their support of the business case by
participating in the provincial budget consultation process.

OAC's public advocacy efforts were largely focused on the
November 14, 2006 Arts Day at Queen’s Park, where we brought
together artists and arts representatives to meet their provincial
representatives. Jennifer Mossop, Parliamentary Assistant to the
Minister of Culture; Julia Munro, Conservative Culture Critic; and
Cheri DiNovo, NDP Culture Critic, co-hosted this non-partisan
event organized by OAC.

Les atouts du milieu artistique
de I’Ontario

Lannée écoulée érait émaillée d’activités ciblées qui ont fait
valoir 'importance du milieu artistique ontarien pour la vitalité
et la cohésion de la province. Elle a débuté par une réception qui
sest tenue dans les nouveaux locaux spectaculaires de I'Ecole
nationale de ballet du Canada en 'honneur de la nouvelle
ministre de la Culture, Caroline Di Cocco. Et sest achevée en
mars 2007, sur I'annonce du gouvernement provincial d’'une
augmentation des fonds pour les arts. D’un bout a l'autre de
la province, les artistes et les organismes artistiques étaient

galvanisés par une nouvelle qui s'est fait longtemps attendre.

La majoration du budget du CAO de 15 millions de dollars
sur trois ans reflete 'engagement du gouvernement aussi bien a
I'égard des arts et de la culture qu'a I'endroit des milliers
d’artistes, administrateurs, artistes éducateurs, interpretes et
bénévoles qui contribuent 2 faire de 'Ontario une province

plus créative.

Cette majoration a suivi une analyse de cas présentée par le

CAO au gouvernement et aux députés provinciaux. De nom-
breux artistes et dirigeants d’organismes artistiques ont mani-
festé leur appui a cet argumentaire en participant aux séances

de consultations budgétaires de la province.

Les initiatives d’intervention du CAO se sont surtout concentrées
sur la Journée des arts & Queen’s Park, qui s'est tenue le

14 novembre 2006 et a permis 4 des artistes et 2 des représentants
des arts de rencontrer leur député provincial. Jennifer Mossop,
adjointe parlementaire 2 la ministre de la Culture, Julia Munro,
critique du Parti conservateur en matiére de culture, et Cheri
DiNovo, critique du Nouveau Parti démocratique en maticre
de culture, ont coparrainé cette activité apolitique organisée par

le CAO.

UNE PROVINCE PLUS CREATIVE

Les données sociales et économiques actuelles indiquent que
les investissements dans les arts favorisent la qualité de vie, la
créativité et l'innovation. Les collectivités qui investissent dans
les arts attirent et stimulent des créateurs dont les connais-
sances, le savoir-faire et les idées novatrices entrainent une plus

grande prospérité.
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A MORE CREATIVE ONTARIO

Current social and economic data indicate that investment in the
arts contributes to more liveable, creative and innovative commu-
nities. These communities attract and encourage creative people
with the knowledge, skills and innovative ideas that lead to
greater overall prosperity.

More than three-quarters of Ontarians believe it's important to
have arts organizations in their communities and 87 per cent want
their children to have arts education experiences. These are two
areas in which OAC's stewardship and success have been well
documented.

Ontario’s culture sector supports more than 250,000 jobs and
generates $17.9 billion for the economy. One recent study sug-
gested that every dollar invested by OAC in Ontario’s arts organi-
zations would generate more than $20 in other revenues in their
communities.

The provincial government recognized the unique contributions of
Ontario artists by creating the Premier's Award for Excellence in
the Arts. As OAC Chair, it was my privilege to preside over the first
presentation of this award at the February 26, 2006 reception.
Minister Di Cocco and Deputy Premier George Smitherman gave the
$35,000 award to internationally acclaimed dancer, choreographer
and teacher Peggy Baker. She in turn named Toronto dancer and
choreographer Yvonne Ng as the $15,000 recipient in the emerging
artist category of this award.

GOOD GOVERNANCE

As an agency of the government of Ontario, OAC not only serves
as the main funder of the arts in the province, but also furthers
other key government priorities of public engagement, social
cohesion, volunteerism, creativity and innovation.

OAC ensures that its provincially funded programs respond to the
needs of the arts community; that these programs are run by
experienced arts professionals; and that there is input from the
arts community in the form of jurors and advisors in the granting
process. We work with arts funders across Canada to learn best
practices and share resources when possible.

The OAC board is made up of volunteers whose collective experience
in arts administration, education, policy and business practices
ensures that the organization operates with accountability and
transparency and reflects the diversity of Ontario’s arts community.
Among them, the OAC board members have served on the boards
of more than 30 arts-related organizations covering most arts
disciplines.

Plus de trois quarts des Ontariens estiment qu’il est important

Le secteur culturel de 'Ontario assure plus de 250 000 emplois
et produit 17,9 milliards de dollars. Selon une étude récente,
chaque dollar investi par le CAO dans les organismes artistiques
de I'Ontario rapporterait plus de 20 $ sous forme d’autres

recettes dans la collectivité.

Le gouvernement provincial a reconnu la contribution unique
des artistes de I'Ontario en créant le Prix du premier ministre
pour lexcellence artistique. Au titre de mes fonctions au CAO,
jai eu le privilege de présider la premitre remise de ce prix le
26 février. La ministre de la Culture, Caroline Di Cocco, et le
vice-premier ministre, George Smitherman, ont remis le prix
d’une valeur de 35 000 $ a la danseuse, chorégraphe et forma-
trice de renommée mondiale Peggy Baker. Qui, 4 son tour, a
choisi la danseuse et chorégraphe torontoise Yvonne Ng

comme nouveau talent prometteur, prix accompagné d’un
cheque de 15 000 $.

BONNE GOUVERNANCE

A titre d’organisme du gouvernement de I'Ontario, le CAO
n'est pas seulement le principal bailleur de fonds des arts dans
la province. Il fait également progresser d’autres priorités clés
du gouvernement — intéressement du public, cohésion sociale,

bénévolat, créativité et innovation.

Le CAQO sassure que ses programmes de subvention, financés
par le Trésor provincial, répondent aux besoins du milieu
artistique, que des professionnels des arts chevronnés dirigent
ces programmes, et que le milieu des arts participe au processus
de subvention par le biais des jurés et des conseillers. Nous
collaborons avec des organismes de soutien aux arts du pays
entier pour nous tenir au courant des meilleures pratiques et,

dans la mesure du possible, partager nos ressources.

Le conseil d’administration du CAO se compose de bénévoles
qui, grice a leur expérience collective en administration des arts,
éducation, politiques et pratiques commerciales, veillent & ce
que l'organisme respecte les normes de responsabilité et de
transparence et reflete la pluralité du milieu artistique ontarien.
Pris dans 'ensemble, ils ont siégé au conseil de plus d’'une
trentaine d’organismes liés aux arts et couvrant la plupart des

disciplines artistiques.
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This year we welcomed three new board members: Yvonne Chiu,
in Toronto; Sir William (Bill) Hughes based in Princeton, Ontario;
and Andre Morriseau of Fort William First Nation (outside of
Thunder Bay) and Toronto. Sudbury-based board member

Mary Lue Hinds was appointed Vice Chair in October 2006.

Once a year, the OAC board holds one meeting outside of Toronto.
On February 1, 2007, we hosted a reception for the Windsor and
area arts community at the Art Gallery of Windsor. The reception
and board meeting marked the board's first return visit to Windsor
since June 2002.

There are several committees reporting to the board to ensure that
its fiduciary and other duties are met. We introduced a new
Governance Committee — and reestablished the Public Affairs
Committee.

The Governance Committee provides leadership in all matters
relating to corporate governance issues, including the role of the
board and its committees and members. This committee administers
the 40-question self-assessment survey that board members fill out
each year to examine their own effectiveness as board members.

In recognition of the need to enhance OAC's public profile, the
OAC board reestablished the Public Affairs Committee. This com-
mittee helps develop advocacy initiatives and presents a consistent
corporate image through public positions and policy statements;
identifies issues of immediate or long-term concern to the arts
community; and provides leadership in all activities relating to
communications.

The Finance and Audit Committee oversees all matters relating to
financial issues, including OAC's budget and business planning,
investing, legal issues and reporting processes. This committee
meets annually with representatives of the Auditor General of
Ontario to discuss the results of the annual audit and any recom-
mendations the auditors might have.

The Compensation/Management/Resources Committee oversees
the corporate human resources policies and initiatives of OAC,
including performance management and evaluation, salary and
employment terms, benefit packages, staff development, training
initiatives and succession planning.

This year, OAC continued to maintain administration costs at less
than 12 per cent of total expenditures.

Le comité de gouvernance nous oriente en ce qui a trait aux

questions de gestion, particulierement le réle du conseil

e sondage d’autoévaluation de 40 questions que les membres du

conseil doivent remplir chaque année pour mesurer leur efficacité.

Le conseil d’administration s'est rendu compte qu'il fallait
rehausser le profil du CAO et a par conséquent rétabli le
comité des affaires publiques, qui participe notamment &
Iélaboration d’initiatives d’intervention. Ce comité présente
une image cohérente de 'organisme dans ses prises de position
publiques et ses énoncés de politiques, cerne les questions qui
sont d’'un intérét immédiat ou a long terme pour le milieu
artistique, et indique la voie 4 suivre en ce qui a trait aux

activités de communication.

Le comité des finances et de la vérification supervise toutes les
questions financieres, y compris le budget du CAO et sa plani-
fication d’activités, les placements, les questions juridiques et le
processus d’établissement des rapports.

Our increased funding will help us achieve these and any new
strategic goals in communities of every size, from air-access-only
reserves in the north to the larger urban centres of southern
Ontario, as well as mid-sized and rural communities.

OAC is more than up to the task. | am confident that it will remain
every bit as vital and current as the organizations it supports,
while improving its services to the arts community and managing
its resources responsibly.

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Supporting the Arts
Everywhere in Ontario

As this annual report demonstrates, this year we worked hard to
bring to light the issues and most important priorities facing the
arts in Ontario. At the end of the fiscal year, the provincial govern-
ment responded to the collective effort of OAC and the arts
community articulating the need for additional resources.

OAC's annual budget has just been increased by 37.5 per cent
over three years — an increase that will take it from the current
$40 million to $55 million by 2009-10. The new funds will provide
greater stability for Ontario’s arts community, encourage creativity
and growth, and support emerging and established artists and
arts organizations. The increase will also support growing needs
in the francophone, Aboriginal, culturally diverse and regional arts
communities, as well as arts education, outreach and touring.

Stable funding will help organizations achieve a degree of financial
stability, improve their long-term planning and create more programs
that reach broader audiences. Several of Ontario’s larger arts
organizations have been moving into new buildings or rapidly
expanding, while other organizations, nurtured by OAC funding in
recent years, are poised for significant growth.

GRANTING

In 2006—-07, OAC awarded grants to 867 arts organizations and
1,224 individual artists in 255 communities across Ontario. OAC
allocated $36.4 million in grants throughout the province. This
translates to $2.90 spent per Ontarian.

Pour appuyer les arts partout
en Ontario

Comme le démontre ce rapport annuel, nous avons travaillé
d’arrache-pied cette année pour mettre en évidence les enjeux
et les priorités les plus pressantes des arts en Ontario. Leffort
déployé par le CAO et le milieu artistique pour formuler la
nécessité de ressources supplémentaires a porté fruit, et le gou-

vernement provincial y a réagi a la fin de l'exercice financier.

Le budget annuel de 40 millions de dollars du CAO a été
augmenté de 15 millions de dollars sur trois ans, majoration de
37,5 % qui le portera a 55 millions de dollars en 2009-2010.
Les nouveaux fonds stabiliseront davantage le milieu des arts
ontarien, favoriseront la créativité et la croissance, et appuieront
les artistes et les organismes artistiques nouveaux et établis. Ils
appuieront aussi les besoins croissants du milieu artistique des
communautés francophone, autochtone, culturelles et régionales
ainsi que I'éducation artistique, les activités de sensibilisation

et les tourndes.

Un financement stable aidera les organismes 2 atteindre un
certain degré de stabilité financitre,  améliorer leur planification
a long terme et 4 créer un plus grand nombre de programmes
qui toucheront de plus vastes auditoires. Plusieurs des grands
organismes artistiques de 'Ontario ont emménagé dans de
nouveaux locaux ou ont connu une croissance rapide, alors
que d’autres, soutenus ces dernieres années par des subventions

du CAO, se trouvent au seuil d’une croissance significative.

SUBVENTIONS
En 2006-2007, le CAO a octroyé des subventions totalisant

36,4 millions de dollars & 867 organismes artistiques et
1 224 artistes dans 255 collectivités de la province. Ce qui

revient  une contribution de 2,90 $ par Ontarien.

Les 349 organismes ayant bénéficié d’une subvention de fonc-
tionnement du CAO en 2006-2007 ont assuré la prestation de
60 992 activités publiques (spectacles, expositions, projections
de films, activités communautaires, etc.), qui comprenaient
16 031 activités visant les enfants et les jeunes. Ces activités

publiques ont touché 14,4 millions de personnes, et quelque
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The 349 organizations receiving operating funding from OAC in
2006-07 delivered 60,992 public activities (performances,
exhibitions, film screenings, community arts events, etc.), including
16,031 programming activities for children and youth. The atten-
dance at these public activities totalled 14.4 million. Some 44,500
volunteers contributed time and effort toward these activities. In
addition to the 349 organizations, 43 OAC-funded book publishers
produced more than 500 titles, and the total circulation for the 29
OAC-supported magazines was 81,096.

Each year OAC also administers, on behalf of other organizations
or individuals, the selection process for awards, scholarships,
grants and prizes for artists.

OAC's peer review process ensures fairness and accountability in
all granting programs. Full competition results are regularly posted
on OAC's Web site, and results are mailed to applicants within four
months of a deadline.

Some 300 people sit on juries and advisory panels every year (with
one representative returning for a second year to ensure continuity
for operating programs).

This year, self-identification protocols were developed to measure
OAC's success in supporting Aboriginal, francophone and culturally
diverse artists and arts organizations. We also introduced new
reporting requirements in operating programs in preparation for
the launch of multi-year funding in 2007-08.

OAC's Compass program provides arts organizations with the
resources and time to plan strategically and build capacity in areas
of need. The Compass program evaluation showed that overall the
program is greatly valued by the arts community. OAC will develop
action steps in response to the recommendations to launch a
modified program in early 2008.

NORTHERN ARTS DEVELOPMENT

OAC launched a new Northern Arts program that acknowledges
the distinctive nature of the arts produced in northern Ontario. The
program provides project support for new works by northern
Ontario-based arts organizations, individual artists and collectives.
It also funds projects that present or promote the distribution of
northern arts and artists in recognition that audiences in the north
need access to more arts experiences.

We hired Marilyn McIntosh, an experienced arts administrator
formerly with the City of Thunder Bay, as our Northern Arts Consultant
to establish a more permanent OAC presence in the north and guide
eligible artists through application processes. Her work supports the
outreach initiatives of other officers, including Wanda Nanibush,
Aboriginal Arts Officer, and Eric Dubeau, Franco-Ontarian Arts

44 500 bénévoles leur ont consacré temps et énergie. Outre
ces 349 organismes, 43 maisons d’édition subventionnées par
le CAO ont publié plus de 500 titres, et le nombre total
d’exemplaires vendus par les 29 périodiques subventionnés

par le CAO s’¢levait a 81 096.

Le CAO administre également chaque année, pour le compte
d’autres organismes ou particuliers, le processus de sélection de

récompenses, bourses, subventions et prix destinés aux artistes.

La méthode d’évaluation par les pairs utilisée par le CAO pour
tous les programmes de subvention est garante d’équité et de
transparence. Les résultats des concours sont affichés réguliere-
ment sur le site du CAO et sont postés aux candidats dans les
quatre mois qui suivent la date limite du programme auquel ils

ont présenté une demande.

Quelque 300 personnes sitgent chaque année aux jurys et aux
comités d’évaluation du CAO. Pour les programmes de fonc-
tionnement, un représentant revient 'année suivante pour

assurer la continuité.

Le CAO a adopté cette année des protocoles d’auto-identifica-
tion pour documenter la mesure dans laquelle il soutient les
artistes et les organismes artistiques autochtones, francophones
et de diverses communautés culturelles. Il a également établi
de nouvelles exigences en matitre de rapports pour les pro-
grammes de fonctionnement en vue du lancement de subven-

tions pluriannuelles en 2007-2008.

Le programme Compas du CAO assure aux organismes
artistiques les ressources et le temps nécessaires pour réaliser
leur planification stratégique et renforcer leurs capacités dans
les domaines qui accusent une faiblesse. Lévaluation de ce pro-
gramme a indiqué que, dans I'ensemble, il est trés apprécié par
le milieu artistique. Le CAO mettra au point des mesures pour
donner suite aux recommandations concernant le lancement

d’un programme modifi¢ au début de 2008.

DEVELOPPEMENT DES ARTS DANS LE NORD

Le CAO a lancé le nouveau programme Arts du Nord, qui
reconnait la nature particuli¢re de la production artistique dans
le nord de I'Ontario. Ce programme offre des subventions de
projet aux organismes, artistes, et collectifs du Nord qui créent
de nouvelles ccuvres. 11 finance aussi des projets dont le but
principal consiste & présenter, promouvoir et diffuser les arts et
les artistes du Nord, pour que les auditoires de cette région

aient acces 4 un plus grand nombre d’expériences artistiques.

Nous avons engagé comme consultante artistique Marilyn

McIntosh, administratrice artistique chevronnée qui a travaillé

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Officer. These two officers each held a jury in the north, one in
Thunder Bay and one in Sudbury respectively.

ARTS EDUCATION

In August 2006, OAC and York University together launched a new
certificate course in arts education that was attended by 40 artist
educators on OAC's Artist in Education program roster. The course
helps artists learn about successful partnering with teachers,
teaching methods and provincial school policies. It equips them to
teach in classrooms where there is ethnic diversity and enables
them to evaluate their arts education projects.

This model was subsequently used for a five-day course offered to
Stratford Festival artists in February 2007.

FRANCO-ONTARIAN ARTS

OAC holds separate French-language juries to assess French-language
applications to programs outside of our Franco-Ontarian Arts office,
if numbers warrant. In 2006—07, ten such juries sat to evaluate
francophone applications.

OAC continues to solidify connections with the French-language
branch of the Ministry of Education with regard to Franco-Ontarian
Artists in Education. OAC obtained special project funding to
increase service and outreach for Franco-Ontarian artists through
the Canada-Ontario Agreement on French-Language Services.

TOURING

Tours funded by OAC reach approximately 200 Ontario communities
each year. Over the past four years, some 1.5 million Ontarians
have seen a touring presentation funded in part by OAC.

One of the many OAC-funded tours was Canoe Dreamings. This
exhibition of sculptural installations by Newmarket-based artist
Sally Thurlow was organized by the Robert McLaughlin Gallery in
Oshawa, in collaboration with the Art Gallery of Peterborough, the
Thames Art Gallery (Chatham), the Art Gallery of Mississauga, the
Tom Thomson Memorial Art Gallery (Owen Sound) and the Art
Gallery of Algoma in Sault Ste. Marie. Ms. Thurlow accompanied
the tour and spoke about the environmental, Aboriginal, feminist,
spiritual and political issues in her work.

EDUCATION ARTISTIQUE

En aofit 2006, le CAO et I'Université York ont lancé conjoin-
tement un nouveau cours d’éducation artistique menant & un
certificat qui a été suivi par 40 des artistes éducateurs figurant
dans le répertoire des artistes en milieu éducatif du CAO. Ce
cours forme les artistes & I'établissement de partenariats
fructueux avec les enseignants, aux méthodes d’enseignement,
et aux politiques des écoles de la province. Il les munit des
moyens qui leur permettent d’enseigner dans des classes pluri-

culturelles et d’évaluer eux-mémes leurs projets d’éducation

artistique.

ARTS FRANCO-ONTARIENS

Le CAO organise des jurys séparés en frangais pour évaluer les
demandes faites en francais 4 des programmes autres que ceux
du Bureau des arts franco-ontariens, si le nombre le justifie. En
2006-2007, dix jurys francophones de ce genre ont évalué des

demandes en frangais.

Le CAO continue A resserrer ses liens avec la Division de
I'éducation en langue francaise du ministére de I'Education 2
propos des artistes franco-ontariens en milieu scolaire. Le
CAO a obtenu des fonds dans le cadre de 'Entente Canada-
Ontario sur les services en frangais, au titre du financement

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STRATEGIC LEADERSHIP

OAC works with many partners in government and the arts. In
mid-November 2006, OAC hosted the annual meeting of the
Canadian Public Arts Funders (CPAF). Three guest speakers spoke
on different aspects of the conference theme, public value and
engagement in the arts. The two-day meeting for executive directors
and chairs of our national, provincial and territorial arts councils was
preceded by a professional development day for granting officers
on community arts, hosted by the Canada Council for the Arts.

OAC staff play essential roles in the Intergovernmental Roundtable
of Arts Funders and Foundations (IRAFF), which this year began to
work toward building a national common database and shared
financial and statistical forms for participating arts funders across
the country. We also continued to work with the Municipal
Cultural Planning Partnership and its subcommittee on municipal
cultural indicators.

The November 14, 2006 Arts Day at Queen’s Park organized by OAC
included a performance on the grand staircase of the provincial
legislature by two OAC-supported arts groups; an afternoon
reception for MPPs to meet members of the arts community;

and pre-arranged meetings with individual MPPs and teams of
representatives from Ontario’s arts community. More such meetings
followed in the days and weeks after Arts Day, allowing represen-
tatives of Ontario's arts community to make their case for more
funding. My thanks to these 26 arts representatives, who made
time in their schedules to meet with MPPs.

RESEARCH AND COMMUNICATIONS

OAC launched an electronic newsletter to communicate more fre-
quently with Ontario’s arts community about our activities, pro-
gram launches and granting processes. We worked with Ministry of
Culture staff to improve the flow and inclusion of OAC information
in Ministry communications.

OAC also collaborated on numerous research projects that illumi-
nated trends and issues in the arts, including a regional analysis of
Ontario artists, arts and culture donors and volunteers, consumer
spending on culture and performing arts attendance.

ACCOUNTABILITY

During this fiscal year, OAC met a primary objective of maintaining
administrative costs at 12 per cent of total expenses. The Internal
Audit Division of the Ontario Ministry of Finance reviewed OAC's
granting programs and endowment funds as part of the Ministry
of Culture’s annual internal audit plan. OAC files were examined,
processes were tested and interviews were conducted with OAC
staff and management. The audit concluded that OAC is meeting

LEADERSHIP STRATEGIQUE

Le CAO collabore avec de nombreux partenaires du secteur
public et artistique. A la mi-novembre 2006, il a accueilli les
délégués de TOPSAC (Organismes publics de soutien aux arts
du Canada) i I'occasion de I'assemblée annuelle de I'associa-
tion, qui rassemblait les directeurs généraux et les présidents
des conseils des arts fédéral, provinciaux et territoriaux. Trois
conférenciers invités ont traité de divers aspects du double
theme de la conférence — valeur des arts pour le public et
engagement envers les arts. Cette réunion de deux jours était
précédée d’une journée de perfectionnement professionnel sur
les arts communautaires organisée par le Conseil des Arts du

Canada.

Le personnel du CAO joue un rédle essentiel aupres de 'TRAFF
(Intergovernmental Roundtable of Arts Funders and
Foundations), qui a entrepris cette année la conception d'une
base de données et de formulaires financiers et statistiques
communs pour les bailleurs de fonds du pays entier qui en
sont membres.

OAC granting staff are responsible in their daily activities for
ensuring that applications are evaluated fairly and transparently,
by helping emerging artists through the application process, and
by periodically organizing external evaluations of OAC programs to
ensure that they are effectively meeting their objectives.

A DEDICATED BOARD AND STAFF

I must thank every staff member for their hard work and energy
over the past year. | want to particularly acknowledge the efforts
of our Executive Management team: Billyann Balay, Director of
Granting Programs; Jim Grace, Director of Finance and
Administration; Steven Campbell, Director of Community
Partnerships; and Kirsten Gunter, Director of Communications,
whose newly expanded role reflects our intention to integrate
communications more completely into our core activities. Together
with Steven Campbell, Pat Bradley, Research Manager, and Feizal
Bacchus, Manager of Operations, were critical to our ongoing role
with IRAFF. Congratulations to Myles Warren, Dance and Awards
Officer who worked closely with the Ministry staff to develop the
process and program guidelines for the new Premier's Award for
Excellence in the Arts. This award involved a complex assessment
process and several juries.

Lisa Fitzgibbons joined OAC on a contract in November as our
Associate Franco-Ontarian Arts Officer. She lent support to Franco-
Ontarian Arts programs while running French-language panels for
other disciplines and programs. During this year, we said goodbye
to Jay Pitter, Arts Education Officer, who moved on to other

NATURE AND PURPOSE OF ORGANIZATION

The Province of Ontario Council for the Arts (the “OAC") was established
in 1963 by the Government of Ontario to promote the development and
enjoyment of the arts across the province. The OAC plays a leadership

role in fostering excellence in the arts and making the arts accessible to

all Ontarians. The OAC is a registered charity and is exempt from tax under
the Income Tax Act.

BASIS OF PRESENTATION

The financial statements have been prepared by management in
accordance with Canadian generally accepted accounting principles.

The OAC follows the restricted fund method of accounting for contributions.

FUND ACCOUNTING

Resources are classified for accounting and reporting purposes into funds
that are held in accordance with their specified purposes.

The operating fund reports the publicly funded activities of the OAC funded
mainly through a general grant from the Province of Ontario.

The restricted and endowment funds are internally restricted by the OAC or
by the terms specified by the donors in their trust agreements. The invest-
ment portfolio is managed by the Board of Directors of the Ontario Arts
Council Foundation.

EMPLOYEE FUTURE BENEFITS

The OAC follows the Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants’
requirements for accounting for employee future benefits which include
post-employment benefits payable upon termination. Under these
requirements, the cost of the post-employment benefits paid upon
termination are charged to operations annually as earned.

INVESTMENTS

Investments are classified as held for trading and are measured at fair
value in accordance with the recommendations of Section 3855, Financial
Instruments — Recognition and Measurement of The Handbook of the
Canadian Institute of Chartered Accountants.

INCOME IN RESTRICTED & ENDOWMENT FUNDS

Investment income (loss) earned (incurred) on and contributions related to
the restricted and endowment funds are recognized as revenue (losses) of
the restricted and endowment funds.

Fair value estimates of financial instruments
are made at a specific point in time, based on quoted market value at
the Statement of Financial Position date.

It is management's opinion that the OAC is not exposed to significant
interest, currency or credit risks arising from its financial instruments and
the carrying amounts of these financial instruments approximate their
fair value, unless otherwise noted.

Virtually all cash is held in one Schedule | bank.

USE OF ESTIMATES

The preparation of financial statements in accordance with Canadian
generally accepted accounting principles requires management to make
estimates and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and
liabilities at the date of the financial statements and the reported amounts
of income and expenditures during the reporting period. Actual results
could differ from management's best estimates as additional information
becomes available in the future.

6. ONTARIO ARTS COUNCIL FOUNDATION

The Ontario Arts Council Foundation (Foundation) was incorporated
under the Ontario Corporations Act on October 15, 1991 and is a
registered charity under the Income Tax Act. The Foundation was
established:

(a) to receive and maintain a fund or funds and to apply all or part
of the principal and income therefrom to charitable organizations
which are also registered charities under the Income Tax Act;

(AEPI) is a one-time $4-million program of
the Ministry of Education and the Ministry
of Culture administered by the Ontario Arts
Foundation. The initiative matches money
raised by arts and community organiza-
tions from donors to support new or
enhanced arts education projects approved
by an Ontario Arts Council review team.
The program details were announced in
September 2006 with a deadline of
December 15, 2006, for receipt of applica-
tions. Applications were received from 134
arts and community organizations. The
OAC review team meets to review the pro-
posed projects in April 2007.
Organizations whose projects are
approved have until March 31, 2008, to
raise funds from the private sector for their
project and to claim matching funds.
